Unacceptable Work Policy

6th grade students and families,
[bookmark: _GoBack]I have high expectations for my students in terms of both their work ethic and the quality of work they submit. To encourage students to present themselves as the scholars they are, the following is unacceptable for 6th grade students and assignments containing any of these problems will not be accepted. Instead, students will be required to redo the assignment in order for it to be considered for a score.
Science assignments should never be:
· Written in crayon, colored pencil, marker, or highlighter. All work for credit should be written in pencil, black or navy blue ink ONLY.
· Turned in without a complete/full heading. (Students must include their full names, not nicknames or initials)
· Turned in with doodles, excess drawing/writing that is not required by the assignment.
·  completed on drawing paper, construction paper, paper torn from a notebook with ragged edges, on the wrong side of notebook paper (holes should always be on your left), or on any paper that is not lined,  loose leaf paper unless required by the assignment. 
· Illegible-if I cannot read it, I cannot provide feedback.
· Stained, crumpled, or ripped (keep your assignments in a clean, dry location. If you damage it, WRITE IT AGAIN!)
· Turned in without a title. (Label every assignment including page numbers, item numbers and assignment titles.)
